River. WewereapproachedbyWolverinePower, whoalsousedfiberopticintheirsystem, about
leasingspacetoconnecttheirsystemswhichlaytothenorthandsouthofGrandHaven. Staff
recommendsapprovalofPurchaseOrder #23556toplacefiberopticundertheriver. Thiswillnot
onlycompleteourownsystem, butthecostswillbemorethanrecoupedthroughleaseincomewe
willreceivefromWolverineofapproximately $150,000over20years.    

LandisandGyrcurrentlysupportsourAMIsystem. Staffrecommendsenteringanine-year
agreementtocontinuethisservice. PurchaseOrder #23564willcoverthefirstyearofthe
agreement. TheagreementhasbeenreviewedbytheBLP’slegalcounselandisrecommendedfor
approvalbystaff.

RESOLUTIONTOADOPTTHEANNUALEXEMPTIONOPTIONASSETFORTHIN2011PUBLICACT152 THE
PUBLICLYFUNDEDHEALTHINSURANCECONTRIBUTIONACT

WHEREAS, 2011PublicAct152 (the “Act”) waspassedbytheStateLegislatureandsignedbythe
GovernoronSeptember24, 2011; and

WHEREAS, theActcontainsthreeoptionsforcomplyingwiththerequirementsoftheAct; and

WHEREAS, thethreeoptionsareasfollows:  

1) Section3 - “HardCaps” Option - limitsapublicemployer’stotalannualhealthcare
costsforemployeesbasedoncoveragelevels, asdefinedintheAct;  

2) Section4 - “80%/20%” Option - limitsapublicemployer’sshareoftotalannual
healthcarecoststonotmorethan80%. Thisoptionrequiresanannualmajorityvote
ofthegoverningbody;  

3) Section8 - “Exemption” Option - alocalunitofgovernment, asdefinedintheAct,  
mayexemptitselffromtherequirementsoftheActbyanannual2/3voteofthe
governingbody; and

WHEREAS, theGrandHavenBoardofLightandPowerhasdecidedtoadopttheannualExemptionoption
asitschoiceofcomplianceundertheAct.   

NOWTHEREFORE, BEITRESOLVED, theGrandHavenBoardofLightandPowerelectstocomplywiththe
requirementsof2011PublicAct152, thePubliclyFundedHealthInsuranceContributionAct, byadopting
theannualExemptionoptionforthemedicalbenefitplancoverageyearJanuary1, 2026through
December31, 2026.
